A case report of multiple cervical and mediastinal sialoceles in a Dog: A rare differential for mediastinal masses with pleural effusion
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Signalments: A 12-year-old neutered male miniature poodle receiving prednisolone and azathioprine for inflammatory bowel disease over the previous six months was evaluated for acute-onset coughing.

Results: Radiographic imaging revealed mild pleural effusion with expansion of the cranial mediastinum..

Clinical Relvevance: This rare case highlights the need to consider differential diagnoses beyond thymoma and lymphoma when mediastinal masses with pleural effusion are present.
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
